11 al 13 de marzo de 2024

Con fundamento en el articulo 10, fraccién VI, del Reglamento del Senado
de la Republica, presento el Informe sobre mi participacion en la Reunién de
la Red Parlamentaria Global de la Organizacién para la Cooperacién y el
Desarrollo Econémicos (OCDE), la cual se llevé a cabo del 11 al 13 de marzo
de 2026, en la ciudad de Paris, Francia.

Durante el desarrollo de esta reunidn, participé en las actividades
contempladas en el programa oficial de la OCDE, que incluyeron sesiones
plenarias, espacios de didlogo entre parlamentarios y reuniones bilaterales
con especialistas.

En el primer dia de actividades, participé en reuniones bilaterales con
economistas de la OCDE, asi como en la sesion inaugural encabezada por
el Secretario General del organismo. En este marco, se analizaron temas
relacionados con politicas industriales, inversion para el crecimiento
sostenible y mecanismos para fortalecer la competitividad.

En el segundo dia, participé en sesiones sobre el panorama econdmico
global, tendencias energéticas y sus implicaciones en la seguridad y
sostenibilidad, asi como en el andlisis de las cadenas de valor de minerales
criticos. Asimismo, se abordd el impacto de los cambios demogrdficos en el
crecimiento econdémico y los sistemas de pensiones. De igual forma, asisti a
una sesidén de cardcter técnico orientada a fortalecer las capacidades de
los legisladores en materia de finanzas publicas.

Finalmente, durante el tercer diq, se llevaron a cabo reuniones bilaterales
adicionales con expertos de la OCDE y se abordaron temas relacionados
con los procesos de adhesion a la Organizacién y el papel de los
parlamentos en dicho proceso.



La participacion en este foro permitid fortalecer el intfercambio de
experiencias legislativas, asi como conocer buenas practicas
internacionales en materia econdmica, energética y de desarrollo,
relevantes para el andlisis del trabajo legislativo en México.

La asistencia a este tipo de encuentros contribuye al fortalecimiento del
didlogo parlamentario y a la incorporacion de perspectivas globales en la
toma de decisiones.
